the Blind,” a presentation for participants in Miami Lighthouse for the Blind’s Senior Group and Health 

Activities (SGA) programs.                        

Leading the presentation will be popular fashion stylists and designers Marla Cartin and Wilfred 

Marrero, Jr. from Style Clinic International, and celebrity makeup artist and hair stylist Joshua Barrett of 

Joshua Barrett Beauty.  

In addition to providing expert hair and makeup advice and personalized style tips, this clinic will address 

the special challenges faced by the visually impaired.  

Virginia Jacko, CEO of Miami Lighthouse said “We teach that remaining independent, whether styling 

your own hair and makeup or choosing coordinated outfits, is certainly possible for anyone with vision 

loss. This event will reinforce Miami    Lighthouse’s philosophy—it’s possible to see without sight.”
